Voice Tape:

If you are interested in being involved on air, it is essential to include a tape or digital recording of yourself. This will help us assess your potential as an announcer. If you don't have access to a tape recorder we can help out. 

Please record yourself reading the following:

1.) In whatever order you think best, tell the audience the time, the fact 

that they're listening to Radio One, and that the next song up is "Get 

Innocuous” by LCD Soundsystem. Also announce three songs coming 

up in the next half hour: "There Goes Tane” by Connan and the 

Mockasins, "BBC World" by David Kilgour, and "Drauben Ist Fiendlich" 

by Einstürzende Neubaten – just kidding! "Sun King” by State of Mind 

will do fine.) 

2.) Same again, but this time announce two songs of your choice, and 

plug an upcoming event – e.g. a gig at Refuel or an exhibition at the 

Dunedin Public Art Gallery.

3.) Please read the following news stories:

Kenyan police have used lethal force, including gunfire, to break up anti-government protests, according to the US-based Human Rights Watch (HRW).

Nearly 600 people have been killed in post-election violence, as opposition supporters protest President Mwai Kibaki’s re-election in a controversial poll. HRW said Kenyan police in several cities have used live ammunition to disperse protesters and looters. "Kenyan security forces have a duty to rein in criminal violence and should protect people, but they shouldn't turn their weapons on peaceful protesters," said Georgette Gagnon, acting Africa director at HRW. However, police say they have only shot looters.

The United Nations estimates that the political violence has also seen 250,000 flee their homes, and left around half-a-million people in need of emergency aid.

Police say a Greek Orthodox nunnery was turned into a marijuana plantation by two men posing as gardeners for elderly nuns. Acting on a tip-off, officers raided the nunnery in the village of Filiro, near the northern port city of Thessaloniki, and found more than 30 large cannabis plants in the enclosed garden. 

"Two unknown men had told the two elderly nuns in the nunnery they would like to help them with the garden and then proceeded to plant the cannabis," a police official told Reuters. "The nuns did not know what they were and assumed they were large decorative plants."

Police did not arrest the nuns and have launched a hunt for the culprits.
